"At eight weeks old a typical fledgling Barn Owl has already learned to pounce but struggles to fly ... By eleven weeks many have made their first prey capture
and some have already started to disperse. From 10 to 14 weeks the amount of food each one receives from the adults goes from an average of four small
mammals per night down to zero. An owlet that continues to spend time around its parents (beyond c. 14 weeks old) may be chased away although lingering
somewhere within the parental home range may be tolerated for longer as Barn Owls are not particularly territorial."

It would seem therefore that the parents continue to bring prey to the young well after fledging. Hence last night's paultry delivery must certainly have
been due to the inclement weather driving both prey underground and making flying difficult for the parents.

Elliott-  Stacy O'Brien often answers readers questions on her blog, but since she flipped out a bit about the owl box construction, I've been kind of taking
what she says with a grain of salt, as they say.  But I think in general we can take her information on wild barn owls in CA as correct.

Elliott, I guess my question is, basically - why would they have to entice them out of the box? Why would a cardinal, a hummingbird have to be enticed
out of the nest? No one entices them. When the young are ready to go, they go. Many of us watched the video of wood ducks fledging (did you see it?
so wonderful). In that case, yes, they are enticed out of the nest by the hen's call. But that's because they are all leaving the nest area - a vastly
different scenario. We have been watching the owlets exit the box - no one enticed them. I don't know where the idea arose that baby birds have to be
enticed from the nest.

I value everyone's opinion, but
sometimes it's nice to have scientific documentation, especially in light of how much barn owls have been studied. I just can't find anything on either of these
issues.

Hi Merritt! Checking in for a sec (aka procrastinating, grass needs cutting). You ask some great questions here. I don't  believe that owls bring in less food
to entice the young to leave. I may be wrong (wouldn't be the first time!). Yesterday's low catch is most likely related to the activity levels of small

mammals, IMHO. Liked your list this morning from which you prematurely  deleted #2. It is not necessary for it to be pouring rain to affect rodent
activity.  Other possibilities - amount of cloud cover, of moonlight, etc., etc., plus (!), interactions among such variables. For example, in one rodent
(can't remember which one) activity is depressed by one thing only: heavy dew. As for live prey - again, have no documentation, but don't think so.
When they are branching, I always see only dead prey being brought in. I, too, would love documentation.

As for "weaning" the owlets off food in order to encourage
them to begin hunting on their own, Carlos seems sure of his statements.  I haven't read that independently. Have you?  It shouldn't be hard to
document.

Elliott, I have the same impression re live prey. Owl did not manage to do it in. After all, the two DEFINITE cases we saw of live prey (screaming rabbit,
great escape mouse) incoming both occurred when the owlets were tiny.
