I'm sure there would be no harm in coping it and sending it to a friend as long as you mention the source
and don't represent it to be work done by you.  Thre is no harm in taking a screen shot, copying a page of a book, etc. for your own use; you just can't

use the image or page commercially (printing an image on a tee shirt and selling it, etc.)  - Probably "clear as mud, but I'm not a woman of few words  

James Hill (in Itforthe Shilling) 
It is if it comes from me.  And it should be from anyone if it's just a simple screenshot.    
There's really no reason to try and protect those.  They aren't really copyrightable works, not by the end user anyway.    
Now if the image has been sufficently modified then it becomes a new creative work, and it's usually best to ask for permission there.
