They are sort of long and bell-shaped, with the far end (the light-
receiving end) bigger than the front end.  So they can have more area for more light receptors.  Because the eye isn't round, owls can't move their eyeballs in
their sockets.  Therefore they have to move their heads.  Therefore the extremely flexible neck.
