What I mean is,  this is a remarkable online phenomenon and
there are people (mostly sociologist s I would expect) who are studying it, and will be studying it in the future, to try to learn from it.  For example there are two
different types of chat  rooms, a threaded and an unthreaded one, with completely different  resulting social systems.  There are repercussions on (and by) other
people outside the group (Stacey et all).   Participants have taken on different roles within the group, and some of  those roles are ext remely strong ones.

Carlos and Donna themselves have managed the situation in a way that is actually being considered to be "pioneer ing" in the online world, with multiple
channels developing, physical changes in the owl environment and the technical environment,  plus their own rather wonderful personalities which are
quite different from many online site managers.   They should get some kind of recognition for how they have handled it because online prof essionals are
learning from it.

Already we know there are some professional people here (like
Trystan and some other who identify themselves as rehabilitators, etc) and others who observe wildlife and those who are brand new to the idea of
watching nature.

Researchers will need to make some assumpt ions about why certain people may not have responded to a question (were they online?, did they choose to
ignore?, did they have invisible post problems? and that sort of thing) and of course those guesses are just that. That doesn't mean there isn't valuable
data to be gathered about a large-ish group of strangers who have come together f or the common interest/curiosity of watching owls. 
 
I often wonder how many of my friends here would actually be my fr iends in real life. We have this one interest in common yet  there is latent agreement
that we don't talk about other subjects much (although things have been shared outside of  owl topics). I really enjoy this forum myself.

Of course.  The fact that this is a self-selected group (or, actually, several self-selected groups) is one of the interest ing parts.  This isn't an experiment,
it's a case study at best.  One hopes that nobody will be running away with conclusions, but that there will be insights (as opposed to conclusions drawn
from a cross-section, which doesn't  even faint ly apply.)

And it  appears to be self-policing, even though not  all of us are here
by any means for the same reasons.  I am not familiar with that  dynamic occurring naturally.  What do the professionals say?
