I read the discussion about the culling of deer with interest.  First, I dearly love wildlife of all kinds.  However, there are times when deer overrun  areas such as

the suburbs as the developments spread further and further into the forests which are a deer's natural habitat.  They are so cute with their little "bambis" and

people want to be helpful and feed them - very often the wrong food.  As the size of a deer herd outgrows the available food, they resort to anything they can

find - shrubs, flowers, ornamental trees, etc.  The often exist on the verge of starvation which can affect their health and the health of their young (if they are

fortunate enough to survive pregnency). 

Lynda C 

Of course, they are cute and often become quite tame and people friendly - but they are meant to be wild.  A suggestion to move them to specific areas

would only compound the problems and unless they are fenced in -where they would no longer be wild - they will wander again in search of food. Deer

are known carriers of deer ticks (as are some other animals) which cause Lyme disease.  Deer are also hosts of brain worm which can affect other hooved

animals and it is a horrific experience to watch an animal die of it.  Most cities, suburbs, small coastal islands who need to control the deer herd population

usually do and should have a plan in place that has been prepared by knowledgeable wildlife officials, biologists, etc.   Believe me, I don't LIKE the fact

that this has to be done, but I understand the reasons why. 

olbiddie 

They had that problem on Angel Island (San Francisco Bay) and resorted to birth control, which, I think, was the best solution.

Barb 

Lynda, I agree there are unpleasant choices to be made. Did you delete an earlier version of this? I thought you had posted it below. In our area you

have to be a certified sharp shooter in order to participate in a culling program. They are VERY controlled. 

 

I hope that those states that have made it illegal to donate venison to food banks will rethink those rules.

Lynda C 

They have had to do some deer culling on a couple of Maine islands in recent years (deer can and do swim to these islands - sometimes a mile from

shore).   Both were done in the Fall.  They were well-planned and carried out .  In one cae it was down by a hired sharp-shooter and all meat was

donated.  Can be some problems with donating to food banks as government regulations require USDA inspection; but they can donate directly to needy

families.   In another there was a 3-day, by-permit Fall hunt which came during the November hunting season.   I'm not sure how birth control works in

deer.  Haven't done any reading about it.      

Barb 

Lynda, the birth control program here was/is a pilot program. I have not kept up with it. I think they trapped the deer and used an injection. All of those

deer had large ear tags which could be plainly seen and those individual does were watched.  

 

Part of the problem is that we have county parks that border the local National Park. In the NP they don't do any deer culling so whenever one of the

metroparks on the border culls there are ALWAYS accusations of luring deer out of the NP, etc. They usually put feed in one of the open fields and shoot

from platforms (a missed shot will hit the ground and not go wild). There are really too many of them and when they cull in one park the over crowded

deer from the adjoining park move in. The Emerald Necklace is a beautiful thing until you are trying to control some animal, be it the deer or the ash

borer.

Lynda C

No, Barb, I had not posted this before.  I really thought long and hard about posting it at all.   

Colleen 

I just wish I could feed them something with birth control in it. They get plenty of food that way and no babies for awhile. Why is that such a stupid

concept? Does it scare the hunters or what? I don't get it. No offence Fishing and Hunting if you are reading!

olbiddie 

This is an option, and it is employed.

Barb 

olbiddie, as you say it does work but it seems to work well in a controlled area--i.e. an island or smallish park where monitoring individual animals isn't very

difficult.

Barb 

The problem with birthcontrol bait is there is no way to give a propor dose. If the city/county has a lot of money to spend to trap, inject, and release

then by all means do so. One of the parks here has tried the birthcontrol method but they have a smallish herd.

Lynda C 

I hear what you are saying, Colleen.   I totally understand why you feel the way you do and  I don't expect you to agree with my rationale  I really don't

know much about artificial birth control for deer.  But, feeding deer grain or specialy made deer pellet food only makes them that much more dependant

on humans and, in effect, tames them.  Besides food, large populations of deer in populated areas lack the bedding and cover they need during the

winter months. 

Elliott 

Homo sapiens has upset the natural order to the point that natural selection can no longer exist, other than in some grotesque form controlled by said

species.  It is HS that needs to be culled, IMHO.  And no, I'm not volunteering!

Colleen 

Good point!

JH (Post Pondering) 

One very important thing to remember about deer - Deer are "edge dwelling" creatures.  They thrive along edges of forests, where their food source

(low growing vegetation) is the most plentiful.  What we have done, by cutting roads, power-line easements, and other such clearings, through all the

forests is exponentially INCREASED the deers' useful habitat.  Especially productive grazing habitat.  Therefore the deer population can easily grow far

Methods such as birth control for deer are extremely expensive, not really effective, and also carry unknown risks/side effects that may in turn end up

being far worse than the alternative.  Those who are against hunting need to accept the fact that hunting is not just a sport or leisure activity, but it is

also a known and effective way to help control the population.

olbiddie 

Wait a minute... birth control is worse than death?  How's that?

JH (Post Pondering) 

Have you ever suffered a lifelong debilitating condition brought on by an incorrect dosage of some synthetic drug?  Not saying that is what I was talking

about, because it isn't, but it could apply also.  

 

What I was talking about is the unknown effects of that synthetic substance (in feed) being consumed by animals other than the intended targets.  No

matter how many times man thinks he has the answers to natures problems, we always manage to foul up some important detail and end up in worse

shape than before.  The world is full of examples.  Whereas hunting is something we've been doing since the beginning of time.  We know what happens

and it is effective.  It also benefits more people with something tangible than only those manufacturing birth control for ruminants.

Colleen

Unfortunately, that fact that hunting is a "sport and leisure activity" means large groups of the American public want to partake in it.  State management

officials take this into great consideration.  Since hunting liscences are a major contributor to the budget of these management agencies, and the fact

that they are a political body subject to political pressure from the public masses who cherish hunting, they employ managment strategies to keep a deer

herd reproducing as much as possible. 

 

If you drive around the rural areas of Northern Michigan and look at the White Cedar stands scattered across the state, you will notice that nearly all of

them are picked clean of anything green and edible below the 6 foot mark, which means virtually zero regeneration of young cedars, (the most important

winter deer food).

Barb Polo (orionsstorm) 

I live in an area of PA. that instituted a deer culling 2 years ago.  Although the deer population had risen, and because many were the victims of car

accidents; the main reason that they gave for this project was the damage to the farms.  While I would not let hunters on our property during hunting

season, for many reasons, there were not enough taken during both bow and rifle season.  I was one of the group of people, which included vets, that

were in favor of "deer birth control"  We did not win the argument and they actually had retired special forces teams with night vision equipment to do the

culling, when no residents would be out and around.  The only problem I had was when I found out that all the farmers that complained about the deer,

were already being compensated by the county for deer losses, with my taxpayer money.
