1 squeeze of yellow mustard 

Cube bacon and brown. Dice onions and saute in bacon fat. Brown beef and drain. Add other ingredients, using all the juice from each can of beans. I cook this

on the stove in a dutch oven, or large pan. You can also put this in the oven in a baking dish on 350 for 60 or 90 minutes, stirring occasionally. It takes weird at

first, but let it cook and it is great!
