That leads me to think that either the f eathers on our owl's faces haven't reached full length yet, or that they're just not
preening them on a regular basis.  Either way, from the photos I've seen, this is obviously an instance of feather gap, not light ref ract ion as is the case
with hummingbirds.

The male throat looks black and the feathers can be brushed up to show the red.
